§ 1.

These rules specify the rules for the recruitment of project participants. Mathematica regina omnium scientiarum et-learning path to success, which is co-financed by the European Union under the Erasmus + program, sector - School Education KA2 - Cooperation for innovation and exchange of good practices, Strategic Partnerships - School co-operation.

§ 2.

Project information

1. The project is being implemented in the Primary School No. 2 for them. 1st Cavalry Regiment in Garwolin, Al. Legionów 21, 08-400 Garwolin.

2. The project team is responsible for the proper implementation of the project:

Project coordinator, international project manager;

School coordinators from partner schools;

Project teams in schools: team leaders and support teachers.

3. General supervision and resolution of issues not governed by these Rules of Procedure are the responsibility of the Project Coordinator.

4. Main objectives of the project:

Growth of key competencies in 100 pupils aged 12-15 from 4 partner schools in mathematics and natural sciences at a level that gives them adequate preparation for further learning in these areas, achieved by June 2020;

Increasing student interest in mathematical-natural and linguistic issues and the world of science and technology;

Increasing motivation to learn foreign languages ​​and creating innovative learning materials for practical use of a foreign language;

The development of teachers' competence in modern, active teaching methods;

Develop teamwork skills and organize your own work;

Increased use of ICT in the process of self-education;

Development of social skills, especially tolerance for other cultures, religions and philosophical attitudes;

Strengthening and developing in the opinion of the local community the image of the school as an institution constantly improving the quality of work with students using modern tools and open to the world and giving their pupils good designs in the contemporary multicultural world.

5. The project is addressed to pupils aged 12-15.

6. Any number of students may participate in the project.

7. Short-term exchanges of pupils will include 13 pupils throughout the project (4.5.4 out of 3 trips with the principle of gender equality).

§ 3.

Principles of recruitment of project participants

1. Recruitment at Primary School No. 2 for them. 1PSK in Garwolin will be conducted by the Recruitment Team until 30 September 2017.

2. The Recruitment Team consists of:

Project coordinator - Regina Jurkowska

School Director - Danuta Durys

Leader of the economic team - Anna Ściblak

Leader of the mathematical and natural sciences team - Małgorzata Jankowska.

3. A project participant may be a student who, on his own initiative, expresses a willingness to participate in the project and is a pupil of grades VI-VII of elementary school.

4. Criteria to be taken into account when recruiting students to participate in the project:

Motivating the student to participate in the project;

Declaration of participation in mathematical-natural, linguistic and ICT activities for the duration of the project - Recruitment survey - Appendix No. 1. This involves systematic attendance for selected types of activities, fulfillment of duties and assigned tasks, co-creation of project documentation in the form of various presentations, including public speeches;

Knowledge of English, at least basic;

Willingness to develop language skills in native and English languages ​​and ICT skills;

The pupil attending the project should provide the recruitment team with the written consent of the parents of the legal guardians for participation in the project and the written consent of the parents / legal guardians for the processing of personal data and use of the child's image - Appendix No. 2.

Positive opinion of the class teacher;

For students enrolled in foreign mobility - Written consent of parents / legal guardians for the student's departure abroad - Annex 3 and attendance at the family of one of the pupils involved in the project in the partner school and declaration of parent / legal guardian in which they will accept guests from abroad at home (accommodation, meals, care) - Appendix No. 4;

The decision on the student's participation in the project is made by the Recruitment Team (composed of: -).

Before the final decision is taken, the Recruitment Team reserves the right to conduct interviews with each candidate;

The list of participants will be made public and published on the school website: http://www.zs2garwolin.szkolnastrona.pl and on the notice board.

§ 4.

Principles of work in the project

1. Most of the project tasks will be implemented in the classroom. In this case, all students involved in the project are involved in the project and no parental consent is required.

2. Some works within the project students do free time from classes - 2 hours per week in mathematical, natural, linguistic and ICT teams.

3. Students perform project tasks by working in groups or individually, supervised by teachers who take care of the teams and by themselves.

4. All student work - effects of team work will be publicized in the form of: Open Days, exhibitions and other forms: multimedia presentations, films, videoconferencing,

§ 5.

Abroad trips

1. Short-term exchanges of pupils for each of the partner schools are envisaged.

2. Due to the small number of pupils who can participate in the trips (detailed rules contained in the Erasmus + Program Guide for 2017, available at www.erasmusplus.org.pl/documents), they are considered as a special recognition for The students are distinguished by their commitment to the project (award).

3. Workshops are paid for by the school grant (purchase of airline tickets and other means of transport, insurance, accommodation, meals).

4. Recruitment conditions for foreign trips:

full involvement in project tasks;

98% - 100% attendance in classes;

willingness to participate in the trip;

parents' permission to leave and their written declaration of acceptance of foreign visitors during the short-term exchange of groups of students in the home school;

no contraindications to travel;

behavior at least very good;

possession of a valid identity document allowing crossing the border (proof, passport);

In the event of difficulty in identifying the participants, additionally, knowledge of the English language at least basic communication may be taken into account;

recruitment for the trips is made by the Recruitment Team (in j. w.);

The principle is that a student may only take one exit. However, there is a possibility of re-selecting a pupil (only) where no other pupils can be identified to ensure that the objectives of planned short-term exchanges of pupils (with the principle of gender equality) are met;

If the number of people who want to go exceeds the qualified number of 4 or 5 students, a reserve group will be created, depending on the time of departure (with the principle of gender equality) for each short term exchange.

In the case of resignation of a student qualified for departure, a pupil from the reserve list will be invited to participate in a short-term student exchange;

If a student who is enrolled to leave for a short-term exchange of pupils resigns after making a travel reservation, the parent / legal guardian is obliged to bear the costs of the cancellation (change of name on the ticket, cancellation of reservation, purchase of new travel insurance, etc.);

A separate regulation will be issued for each trip, including the rights and obligations of the participants attached to the parent's permission for departure;

The student may only take part in the trip with the written consent of the parents / legal guardians;

Within the deadline set by the project coordinator, he / she must provide the required documentation (parental consent for the trip, written confirmation of the student's travel arrangements, consent to medical assistance (on the child's consent), etc.);

Parents / legal guardians, along with the child, are required to attend informational and organizational meetings before departure;

Each participant is obliged to obey the instructions of the project coordinator and caregiver during the journey and during the short term exchange of pupils and follow the instructions of the host and host families.

§ 6.

Acceptance of students from abroad in the houses of project participants

1. During the project implementation, in the third year - June 2020 Short term exchange of pupils in elementary school nr 2 im. 1 PSK in Garwolin, during which the families of pupils participating in the project can accept the children from abroad participating in this exchange (14 pupils from partner schools will come together, 5 from Portugal, 5 from Croatia and 4 from Romania - with the principle of gender equality).

2. The host family provides the participant with care and the necessary conditions of stay, including:

receiving the guest from the school on the day of his arrival for the exchange and transfer to the school on the day of his departure;

Import of the guest for scheduled classes and workshops and its reception upon completion (the program will be available on-line on the school website: http://www.zs2garwolin.szkolnastrona.pl;

accommodation, self-contained sleeping area, and in the case of a guest of a different sex separate room for him, bathroom, linen, towels ...;

meals, in addition to situations where the guest will be accompanied by teachers (breakfast, dinner, dinner);

an opportunity to know the principles of functioning of the Polish family, traditions, values;

Parents / legal guardians of the student confirm their willingness to accept the guest from the partner school in the declaration - Attachment 4 to these Rules;

The host learners take part in most of the activities planned during the short-term student exchange.

§ 7.

Tasks of project participants

1. Together with the team leader and the teachers supporting the discussion and establishing the principles of cooperation in the project implementation, the division of tasks in the team.

2. Compatible teamwork during class.

Systematic at work and active participation in all planned activities and activities.

3. Timely and honest fulfillment of duties and assigned tasks.

Promoting design activities among the school community and the local community.

4.  Students may use the facilities of the school for the purposes of carrying out design activities under the supervision of team leaders, project collaborators and project coordinators.

§ 8.

Resignation of the participant from participation in the project

1. The participant has the right to resign from participation in the project without incurring financial liability in the event of accident. Resignation must be submitted in writing, signed by the parents / legal guardians to the project coordinator, who reports it to the School Principal.

2. If the student is eligible for a short-term exchange of pupils and his or her withdrawal from the project and departure, the parents / legal guardians of the pupil will be obliged to bear the costs resulting from this cancellation (see § 5.).

3. In case of resignation or withdrawal from the list, the participant is obliged to return the received additional materials: didactic, training, attire, other (if provided for in the work of the team) at the latest until the written resignation.

§ 9.

Deletion from the list of project participants

1. Attendance is compulsory. If the participant exceeds 20% of the absence and is not due to illness, random event, the coordinator, after consultation with the team leader, class teacher, reserves the right to delete the student from the list of participants. Frequency will be calculated monthly.

2. The coordinator, after consultation with the leader of the team and the class teacher, reserves the right to exclude the student from participating in the project for grossly violating and not observing the Student's Stay Regulations at Primary School No.2. 1 PSK in Garwolin.

3. Matters not covered by these Rules and Regulations shall be governed by the school rules contained in separate school records.

§ 10.

Final Provisions

1. The Regulations come into force on the day of passing.

2. The Coordinator reserves the right to change the provisions of these Regulations in the event of unforeseen circumstances beyond its control.

3. In disagreements, the decision is made by a committee composed of a representative of the school management, project coordinator and at least one project leader (team leader). The appeal must be notified to the project coordinator at the time of the dispute or at the latest 3 days after the announcement of the contested decision on the school website or notice board.

4. Any amendment of these Regulations shall be in writing.

Foreign travel regulations

1. Participants go to short-term exchanges of students to learn something, after returning they have to share their knowledge and experiences with other students, parents and other guests, invited guests, report on what they have experienced: present films, posters, PowerPoint presentations and tell about their experiences, organize an exhibition of works and works.

2. The departure participant should have a complete set of documents (parental consent, including consent for medical assistance, ECU card - European Health Insurance Card, personal ID or passport and a photocopy of the above document).

3. The participant must be suitably prepared (suitcase, suit, shoes, ID or passport, school card, Polish-English pocket dictionary).

4. The departure participant shall place on the day of departure, at the appointed time ................... in front of the building of the Secondary School nr. 1 PSK in Garwolin.

5. Parents / legal guardians are responsible for the delivery of the child to the place of collection designated by the organizer on ..................... .. and receipt on the day of return ie ............................... from school. At the written request of the parent, the parent's departure team may pick up and drop off upon arrival at a location indicated by the parent / legal guardian on the route.

6. The departure participant is subject to carers and is obliged to execute orders strictly.

7. During the journey, each participant is obliged to comply with the regulations of the travelers and follow the instructions of carers, drivers, airport services, etc.

8. The participant is obliged to adhere to the provisions and rules and regulations in force at the place of accommodation and places of implementation of the program of short-term student exchanges (fire protection, communication, public transport, night silence, OSH)

9. Each participant is obliged to familiarize themselves with the program of short-term exchange of pupils, to make a report in the form of multimedia presentations, film or other assigned forms of classes in .................................. and promote the Erasmus + project on return.

10. Each participant of the trip is obliged to behave culturally, to take good care of the good name of the school and country, to respect the dignity of the partners representing other cultures, religions or beliefs, historical objects and museum exhibits must treat with due respect.

11. All participants of the trip are subject to behavior that does not jeopardize their own and other safety.

12. Every participant of the trip is obliged to:

Independent - without the consent of the carers - away from the group;

Consumption of alcohol and psychoactive substances in any form;

Smoking cigarettes

13. The participants of the trip are obliged to observe the night silence in force at the place and stay at the place designated for the night.

14. All participants of the trip are subject to the agreed program schedule and time schedule.

15. The participant's departure from the accommodation and the location of the course may only be effected by the knowledge and consent of the tutors (tutors) under their care.

16. Each participant is obliged to take care of his luggage and money, valuables and the property and equipment of the place where he / she is staying. Primary School nr 2 im. 1 PSK in Garwolin or teachers - carers are not responsible for lost money and lost or destroyed valuable items taken away.

17. The participant will receive from Primary School No. 2 1 PSK in Garwolin disposable pocket for ... ..day stay abroad in the amount of ............ euro per day, ie the total equivalent of ....... euro. This pocket money is intended to cover the cost of dinner, passes and admission tickets (If you need it - money is available to tutor teacher).

18. Parents / legal guardians of the child shall be liable for the damage done by the pupil.

20. For the safety of the student on the way between the start and the end of the trip (school) and home are the responsibility of the parents.

21. The trips are paid for by the school grant for this purpose (airfare, insurance, participation in short-term student exchange, etc.). Students are housed in families of students of the partner school organizing short-term student exchange within the project, which provide accommodation, meals , etc., the student may own his own pocket money for minor expenses not covered by the grant.

22. The coordinator of the trip is the coordinator and the tutor of the teacher participating in the project.

23. The rules apply from the time of collection before departure until the coordinator completes his / her departure, after returning to his / her home school.

Any issues not included in the rules will be resolved by the school principal and the project coordinator.

Final Provisions

1. The coordinator reserves the right to change the provisions of the regulations in the event of unforeseen circumstances.

2. In the event of a dispute, the decision shall be made by a committee composed of a representative of the school administration, a coordinator, at least one teacher implementing the project.
